1). Out of Hours Training

Care UK have been provided an up to date registrar list with completion dates by Dr Sylvia Conner. Care UK have sent out an information gathering form to each registrar regarding OOH training so that the sessions can be booked (as at 10/10/06 only received one response back). The trainers agreed that they would encourage their learners to respond and organise the OOH training.    
2). F2 Doctors in General Practice from August 2006

For 2007,deanery/mmc demands are for even greater representation on the F2 programs. Dr Ayesha Siddiqi has contacted Roger and Sylvia to try and ascertain whether training practices can accommodate one or two extra GP F2 posts. Sylvia has provided Dr Siddiqi with a list of training practices with trainers/associate trainers and their contact details so that she can approach the practices.

The MMC team have also requested that we consider providing ‘taster’ opportunities in general practice for F2s who are in a non GP rotation. This would involve an F2 as an ‘observer ‘ in general practice for approximately 40 hrs. 

3). Southend VTS Website

We discussed our use of the website. There are approximately 200 hits per month. We agreed that VTS timetable and trainers workshops agendas/minutes could be posted onto the website. Alan/Sunil were of the view that we could enhance the website with podcasts of GP teaching sessions/topics.
Action 1 

Trainers to pass on any useful items for the website via Alan.

5). Higher Specialist Training in General Practice/Future of VTS half day release

We discussed the announcement of substantial change in the GP HST programme, such that the General Practice element would remain at 12 months and not 18 months as previously agreed. In addition that hospital based trainees may not be able to attend the VTS half day release. The group were all of the opinion that this would be detrimental to GP training as hospital based trainees would not have had sufficient exposure to GP and thus put extra pressure on trainers to ensure their registrars meet the competencies in a shortened attachment period. 

There is currently restructuring/reorganisation within SHA/Deanery with anticipated staff ‘shedding’.

The GP curriculum has been agreed/PMETB competencies. 

The concept of allocating a GP trainer throughout the 3 year programme was discussed. The group felt that this was unlikely to work as people will be people and maternity 

6). Placement of GPRs

2 trainees are going to Australia for 6 months and then will return to take up registrar posts at Pall Mall surgery. Alison Benn is a new trainer at Pall Mall surgery. This will affect all the registrar placements for 2/07 and 8/07 and it may be some trainers will have to take a 6 month break in training, it is hoped that this will be evenly/fairly distributed and that there continues to be registrar choice. The deanery are no longer recruiting stand alone posts.

8). Planning of future workshops

We agreed that for the March 2007 workshop Roger/Sunil would facilitate a session on NMRCGP(thanks to Roger and Sunil for volunteering). We felt that we could justify the cost of Dr Wakeford/Dr Denneys NMRCGP course. We deferred deciding on a topic for the June 2007 workshop. 

9). Assessing our Learners Learning Needs, identifying learning and teaching styles
