1). Update on Common Registrar Contract
Haroon had received contracts from the other trainers in the group and produced a document of amalgamated contracts. The group discussed this document and came to an agreement on the terms and conditions of employment with particular reference to hours of work, annual leave, study leave and OOH arrangements. It was agreed that we would continue to use the current in house contracts for the registrars in post and those commencing employment in august 2008. For the next cohort of registrars we anticipate use of the common contract

ACTION  Haroon will produce a common Contract of employment for the GP registrars and circulate this to trainers so that we can have final phase of discussion and  agreement at the next Trainers Workshop
2). Out of Hours Training

Dr Christine Harter updated the group on OOH training which was going well. The group agreed and passed on the positive feedback from our registrars. Christine affirmed as previous that the busiest and thus most valuable sessions for gaining experience are Weekend daytime Saturday and Sunday. Each supervisor undertakes a 6hr OOH supervision session. Supervisors reorganise their time/weekends to be specifically available for the OOH supervision and thus would appreciate notice if a registrar is not able to attend a pre-arranged session. 

Audits of activity of OOH sessions and training are undertaken for each of the registrars and their consults by Dr Peter Glover.

ACTION Trainers to ensure that their registrars are informed that the OOH supervisor have rearranged their time to specifically be available for the registrar and so if unable to attend a session adequate notice would be appreciated.
3). Update on resources For ST2/ST3

Doctors in ST2 posts should spend 50% time in GP sessions and 50% on related activities identified from their needs assessment. The group should continue to identify opportunities for our learners and forward to Sue Callaghan who is collating the list to pass on to Alan Kerry for the VTS website. Roger has brought the problem of honorary contracts to the attention of Arthur Hibble at the Deanery. All the Trainers to identify training opportunities for our learners and forward to Sue.

4). Associate Trainers/Fy2s
The Associate Trainers  Dr Jon Rouse and Dr Biju Kuriakose were welcomed to the Trainers Workshop. It was acknowledged that the Trainers Workshop meetings are primarily geared to Registrar HST in GP. We welcome the associate trainers involvement and contribution to the workshops. It was agreed that they bring mutually relevant items for discussion. It was recognised that a number of Fy2s will progress into GP training. A need for a hospital forum for discussion of issues arising from Fy2 attachments was identified.

6) E-portfolio Session facilitated by Nigel Hunt

We came to the conclusion that we were all learning the e-portfolio through using it with our learners through the first year. 

The deanery can only access information on the registrars e portfolio if it has been shared with their trainer.

The recommended time spent on the e portfolio per day is 15 minutes.

A reasonable number of entries is around 20 for each curriculum heading.

Recommended to send information to the PDP and saw how to do this.

Deanery look at a random 10% + problem registrars to assess the entries. 
Lionel Nagle and Aza Wilson can reassign status Trainer/Educational Supervisor. 

If 2 trainers within a practice for a learner one can be assigned trainer and the other educational supervisor so both can have access to the learners e portfolio.
Assessment forms can be completed by any health professional in the practice.
