1.1 Out of Hours Training

OOH training for registrars in post currently ( feb 04start ) cannot presently be formalised, as local OOH services in South Essex are not established. Sessions could be organised with Chelmsford OOH service/Essex Ambulance. For registrars in post it is the trainers responsibility to assess and sign off competencies using the areas in the OOH logbook.

As from 2005 and new registrars taken into post the formalised 12 sessions will apply together with completion of OOH log book. PCTs have negotiated contracts with the OOH provider to include training of GP registrars. At present there appears to be no coordinator for these services that we hope will be in place by 1/05.some of the trainers have also expressed an interest in becoming supervisors for OOH training. There may be Associate Supervisors (paramedics).Timescale for clarity on this is short at 3 months
