Training Capacity

The Deanery has introduced an associate trainers course to encourage non-trainer GPs to take on Registrars under the supervision of a trainer, and thus increase practice training capacity. There will be a meeting, organised by the Deanery, on 10th July 2003, to be held in Newmarket with the objective for determining the optimal way forward. It is not clear whether the associate trainer will have to have MRCGP. Alan Kerry will attend the course and feed back the outcome to the other members.

6 SHO / Registrars Courses

Sylvia highlighted a problem she had with organising courses for her Registrars namely: child health, minor ops, and family planning. After much investigation, she is now aware that child health and minor ops are run at Chelmsford and family planning at Queensway, Southend. There is a logistic problem to arrange the courses; family planning in particular has a long waiting list. The group discussed and agreed that it would be beneficial for the local VTS (i.e. SHOs, Registrars, trainers) to collate and distribute this information to the SHOs at the start of their training scheme, in order that the courses are arranged by the SHOs prior to their GP Registrar year. It was also agreed that the group should investigate the logistics of having more locally run courses, especially in view of the increasing training capacity, and these could be expanded to include local GPs. Sharon remarked that there should be no problems in setting up local courses, as this would involve getting them validated by writing a programme and objectives, but the onus will be for us to market it.

It may be possible to utilise existing practice run clinics, such as family planning, for training purposes if there is a GP willing to undertake the training. 

AP03/02:
